Tolerancné obdobie v suvislosti so systémom ECMT Digital (informativny preklad)

0Od 1. januara 2026 sa novy digitalny systém ECMT (ECMT DS) pre licencie ECMT stane plne
funkénym. Od tohto datumu budu licencie aj denniky jazd existovat iba v digitalnej forme a bude
mozné ich jednoducho overit prostrednictvom platformy ECMT DS, ktora je pristupna cez mobilné
zariadenia alebo akékolvek iné zariadenie s pripojenim na internet https://eds.itf-oecd.org/ .

Ako bolo prerokované na zasadnuti Skupiny pre cestnu dopravu 6.—7. oktébra 2025, urcité
prechodné obdobie zhovievavosti od zaciatku fungovania systému ECMT DS bude uzito¢né na
podporu procesu prechodu pre dopravcov aj kontrolné orgdny.

Narodné vydavajlce organy sa dohodli, Ze budi komunikovat so svojimi vnutrostatnymi kontrolnymi
organmi a odporucia uplatnit trojmesacné prechodné obdobie zhovievavosti na vzdelavacie Ucely,
ktoré za¢ne 1. januara 2026 a skon¢i 31. marca 2026.

Pocas tohto obdobia sa dopravné podniky a vodici nebudu sankcionovat za neimyselné nepresnosti
pri vyplfiani cestovnych dokladov. Takéto pripady mdzu zahfiat:

* nepresnosti v Udajoch o pocte najazdenych kilometrov;

* nepresné Udaje o hrubej hmotnosti;

¢ nelplné alebo chybajuce lUdaje v Casti ,, Zvlastne pozndmky*;

¢ chybajuce Udaje o tranzitnych krajinach;

¢ absenciu najnovsieho cestovného dokladu v pripadoch, ked'stary jedinecny kdd pri kontrole uz nie
je platny.

V pripadoch, ked systém ECMT DS nebude pristupny kontrolnym organom z technickych dévodov,
narodné vydavajlce organy odporucaju spolahnut sa na informacie poskytnuté vodi¢om a overit
Udaje v systéme dodatocne.

Tieto chyby musia byt drobné a nemaju mat podvodny charakter. V opacnom pripade by mohli viest
k neprimeranym sankciam, ktoré by mohli odradit od riadneho pouZivania systému ECMT DS pocas
jeho podiatoénej fazy zavadzania a ohrozit Uspech digitalizac¢nych snah.

Trojmesacné obdobie zhovievavosti poskytne Cas a priestor, aby sa vSetci pouZivatelia a Uc¢astnici
systému multilaterdlnych kvot ECMT (vratane kontrolnych orgdnov) mohli oboznamit s digitalnym
formatom. V pripade chybajlcich alebo nespravnych Udajov by sa spravne informacie mali doplnit do
Casti ,,Zvlastne poznamky”.

Upozoriujeme, ze samotna licencia ECMT nie je predmetom obdobia zhovievavosti a musi byt
nadalej vydavana a pouzivana v sulade so stanovenymi pravidlami; to isté plati aj pre akékolvek
umyselné alebo zdmerné porusenia.

Okrem toho sa nadalej uplatnuju pravidla uvedené v **Prirucke pouZzivatela ECMT (vydanie 2026)**.
Verime, Ze toto obdobie zhovievavosti poskytne jasnost a umozni vietkym pouZivatelom a
Ucastnikom systému multilateralnych kvot ECMT oboznamit sa s digitdlnym formatom. Do 31. marca

2026 by sa mali naplno vyuZit vSetky moznosti poskytovania doplriujucich informacii a Skoleni.

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RE: Regarding ECMT Digital System leniency period

Dear Delegates,

As of 1 January 2026, the new ECMT Digital System (ECMT DS) for ECMT licences will become fully
operational. From this date, both licences and logbooks will exist only in digital format and can be easily
verified through the ECMT DS platform, accessible via mobile devices or any other device with internet
access (https://eds.itf-oecd org/).

As discussed at the Road Transport Group meeting, on 6-7 October 2025, a certain leniency period
from the start of the ECMT DS will be helpful to support the transition process for hauliers and
enforcement authorities. The national issuing authorities agreed to communicate with their national
enforcement bodies and recommend applying a three-month leniency period for educational purposes,
starting on 1 January 2026 and ending on 31 March 2026. Within this period, transport undertakings
and drivers are not to be sanctioned for unintentional inaccuracies in the completion of journey
information documents. Such cases may include:

+« |naccuracies in data on kilometers travelled;

+ Inaccurate recording of gross weight;

+ Incomplete or absent data on special remarks;

+ Missing transit country information;

+ Absence of the latest journey information document in cases where the old unique code results
as obsolete during the controls.

In cases when the ECMT digital system is not accessible to enforcement authorities due to technical
problems, national issuing authonties recommend relying on the information provided by the driver and
checking the system in a second moment.

These mistakes shall be minor and non-fraudulent in nature. They could otherwise result in
disproportionate sanctions, potentially discouraging proper use of the ECMT DS during its critical early
implementation phase and hindering the success of digitalisation efforts. The three-months leniency
period will provide clarity and allow all users and participants (including enforcement authorities) of the
ECMT Multilateral Quota system to familiarize themselves with the digital format. In case of missing or
incorrect information, correct information should be added under the section “Special remarks”.

Please note that the ECMT license itself is not subject to the leniency period and must continue to be
issued and used strictly in line with the established rules or other intentional and deliberate violations.
In addition, the rules contained in the ECMT User Guide (2026 edition) should continue to be applied.

We trust that this leniency period will provide clarity and allow all users and participants of the ECMT
Multilateral Quota system to familiarize themselves with the digital format. Until 31 March 2026,
opportunities for additional information and training should be exploited. The ITF Secretariat remains at
your disposal for any guestions related to this matter.
